    36/06   Items not on the Agenda.   The Chairman welcomed Mrs Val Garland who      

   attended the meeting as an observer prior to her appointment as Parish Clerk. 

 

37/06   Toilets-Sompting Recreation Ground.  Members noted the correspondence of 20
th

 

 February from the Director of Adur & Worthing Services.   Cllr Ms Mel Shaw 

 reported on a meeting held with the Director regarding the possibility of the Parish 

 Council taking on the project of rebuilding the public toilets.   This would create an 

 opportunity for the Parish Council to build, with outside funding, a one-storey block 

 to include public toilets, a sports changing room, a meeting room for young people 

 and an office for the Parish Council which could also be used for community 

 surgeries and meetings. Adur DC would be supportive to such a project.  It was 

 agreed appropriate to site the building on the area of the recreation ground which  had 

 received the original planning consent for a sports pavilion.   Members agreed that 

 this would be a worthwhile community proposal.   Cllr Shaw undertook to obtain  the 

 necessary architect’s plans.  Members agreed that the Parish Council would 

 fund the cost of these drawings (Community Facilities).   Following agreement to  the 

 plans, three estimates for costs would be sought and sources of outside funding 

 established.
